ISUWC and MRS. GLENN MURPHY INTERNATIONAL AWARD:  International Award 
criteria apply to this award.  However, this recipient is one likely to return to her 
native country and work in her academic discipline.  This award is not to be given to 
a student who has received any other ISUWC Award.
